A few months back someone took a pair of lookalike 
Crocs (not the genuine article) from the front door of 
our home.  My wife was upset by this, while I was 
secretly pleased.  While I have no love for that form 
of footwear, I did my best to sound supportive by 
suggesting that the person who took them probably 
needed them and we could afford another pair.  

This seemed to be an acceptable outcome, but it 
also made me think about installing a security    
camera at home.  We have been thinking of adding 
a few more cameras at our College, so I knew of 
some products that could be installed without  
spending too many dollars.  

I purchased a suitable system for our home, 
watched a few instruction videos and then installed 
the cameras.  It is working well, so I now know who 
comes and leaves our home at any time of night and 
day.  Or so I thought, until I was reading ñThe Joy of 
Loveò which says something like this: ñParents need 
to consider what they want their children to be      
exposed to, and this means being concerned about 
who is providing their entertainment, who is entering 
their room via television and social media, and with 
whom they are spending their free timeò (#260).  

We have students who have more than 500 
ñfollowersò on Instagram.  Whenever they decide to 
undertake a live broadcast, parents can have 500 
guests in their home who have evaded all security 
cameras.  While the 500 are not physically present, 
they do have the ability to influence the emotions of 
your children and their physical safety when they are 
enticed/encouraged into undesirable behaviour.   

Why would a child desire 500 or more ñfollowersò on 
Instagram and/or a similar number of ñfriendsò on 
Facebook?  Is this providing them with a measure of 
self-worth such that the more they have the more 
significant they feel themselves to be?  If this is the 
reason, we have probably done them a disservice 
when they look at how we express and nurture our 
love as parents.  

The Joy of Love reflects upon how our love needs 
time and space to grow.  ñTime is needed to talk 
things over, to embrace leisurely, to share plans, to 
listen to one other and gaze in each otherôs eyes, to 
appreciate one another and to build a stronger     
relationship.  Sometimes the frenetic pace of our  

society and the pressures of the workplace create 
problems.  At other times, the problem is the lack of 
quality time together, sharing the same room without 
one even noticing the otherò (#224).  

Setting time aside for dinner together and praying 
before eating is one very simple way of providing 
space and time for love.  Leave all those smart 
phones (who are not socially smart) in another room. 
Donôt invite them to dinner.   

The Joy of Love is a wonderful statement written by 
Pope Francis addressing matters such as marriage 
and family life.
